Saint for the Month

Oskar Schindler -- April 28
The life of Oskar Schindler is an example of what God can do with the least virtuous. Oskar was born on Ap
1908. He was raised Catholic but he never seemed to have any religious leaning. He became a German in

factory and employed Jewish workers from the ghetto, just like many other entrepreneurs at that time. Howe
was no ordinary German factoryt soon became an oasis where workers enjoyed protection from the terrors tl
rounded them. Oskar lavished "unnecessary" food and resources on his workers and still managed to make
As the Nazi noose tightened around the Jews, Oskar's "occupation” began to change until the rescue and pr
of "his Jews" became his only real business. The factory was a pretext to save lives. He bargained, carjolec
and even gambled to get favors from his Nazi "friends.” He was arrested twice by the Gestapo but high pla
friends vouched for him and he was released. As the war was coming to a close, Polish factories were close
workers were sent to Auschwitz. Oskar got permission to transfer his entire work force of 1100 to work in a

factory in Czechoslovakia. When the train carrying the women was diverted to Auchwitz, Oskar raced to th
armed with gold and diamonds to rescue them. His new factory was actually a confidence game and produg
ing. He was determined not to help the war effort. When the war ended in 1945, he and his wife fled to avo
as German industrialists. He survived the war but was totally impoverished. Israel inducted him to the list of
eous Gentiles and when he died in 1974 he was buried, at his request, in Jerusalem.

When the Nazis occupied Poland, he saw an opportunity to establish a lucrative business. He set upgooelsa
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
